“Something exciting is happening around here! ...You!” That’s how I opened a
recent letter to 12 newcomers to Wy’east who are becoming members on April 6.
But I realize this message is relevant for all of us, so I’d like to share the highlights:

Becoming a member at Wy’east is as simple as signing the membership book, but
we believe that becoming part of a spiritual community is anything but simple. It is
a life changing experience for you—and for Wy’east. Expectations of membership:

1. Have a spiritual practice. Something that you do regularly that cultivates
who you are as a spiritual being. A spiritual practice can be many things,
ideally something that inspires and grounds you, connecting you with the
holy and sacred as you experience it.

2. Pledge a monthly amount to support Wy’east. Our Treasurer (Joanne
Foulkrod) or Rev. Maginn can give you a pledge card. You can arrange bill
pay through your bank, write a monthly check, or set up automatic
withdrawal-—whatever works for you. What we do at Wy’east is a collective
effort. We don’t get funding from a district or national UU organization.
Whatever happens here happens because we make it happen.

3. Be of service to the Wy’east community. Let’s find something that
excites and challenges yout own spiritual development. You can share
something you already know how to do really well (music, finances,
cooking, teaching, newsletter), or you can try something that is totally new
to you. What are your dreams for Wy’east?

4. Be of service to the wider world. Awakening to the world around us is a
central part of living a spiritual life. See how your life can witness to and
even shape the concerns of the world around you.

Before you become a member at Wy’east, we want you to have three
conversations, either in one-on-one meetings with Rev. Maginn or in a New UU
class (next one is set for March 8" from 3-5 p.m.), such as: 1) A Getting to
know you conversation, sharing your own spiritual journey and what excites you
about being a part of Wy’east, 2) UU History, and 3) Wy’east History and
Organization. On April 6%, we will have our spring New Member Ceremony.
There will be a reception before the worship service, at 4:00 p.m., where new
members will sign the book. We can’t wait to officially welcome you to Wy’east!

From the Board

Open the Doors

It’s a funny thing about open doors, not only do
they let people in, but they let people out too. For
all the years I’ve been a Unitarian Universalist
(and that’s quite a few!) I have been listening to
conversations about letting people into our
congregations. How can we be more visible in our
communities? How can we be more welcoming?
How can we be more effective at keeping people
coming through our doors after their first visit—
or after their third or twenty-third? These are
important conversations. I believe that Wy’east is
pretty good about making visitors welcome. The
way we take care of each other shows in the way
we welcome guests. We talk to newcomers; feed
them; and genuinely invite them back.

We are not as good about moving in the other
direction—out the doors into the community and
the wider world. That’s not to say we are bad at
reaching out. Our special collections have been a
great success and many of us contribute to and
work for causes from stopping the genocide in
Darfur to protecting the environment of Oregon.
But we could do better as a congregation.

As I write this column in mid-February, the
Committee on Ministry is hard at work on the
question of how we, as a religious congregation,
could be more present in our community.
Hopefully you’ve been able to attend one of these
dinners to discuss what we might undertake as a
“mission project” next year. Do we feel called to
work on education, the environment,
homelessness, child abuse, or something else? The
possibilities are endless, but we need to focus on
one thing at a time.

The side effect of doing good outside our doors is
that it will get #s outside our doors, together, and
away from the easy course of spending most of
our time with people like us. Instead, we’ll be put
in contact with people unlike us with whom we
may, however, share values and goals. What about
that committed Evangelical Christian who

believes that God calls him or her to protect
Oregon forests? What about the Buddhist who
works at the homeless shelter? Or the Muslim
who works in an after school program? Those
might be interesting people to get to know.

This year the theme for our annual pledge drive is
“Open The Doors.” In addition to launching a
mission project, here are some of the important
things we can do with the money we raise:
enhance our worship, music, and religious
education programs; and provide fair
compensation to our minister, religious education
director, and an office staff person; along with
ongoing items like rent, copying, and childcare.

Please help the Committee on Ministry come up
with a mission project for next year. Then join us
in singing “Enter, Rejoice, and Come In” at the
Annual Dinner on Saturday, March 15". And
please pledge generously to help us keep the doors
wide open for people to come in, and for us to
step out, in the coming year.

Lifespan Religious Education

Things are going really well for Religious
Education at Wy’east. We have thriving classes
with more children joining all the time. We have
dedicated and enthusiastic teachers, and a
congregation that appreciates its young people
and includes them in worship every week. I am
thrilled to announce that we also have a new RE
committee with participants eager to be involved
in maintaining and expanding a great program. We
have several new members and new member
education that Rev. Susan Maginn is leading, and a
ten-week adult RE class called Spirit In Practice
that will begin this month.

In the midst of all this good and exciting news, I
also need to let you know that another change is
on the way—I will be leaving in June. (The board
of Wy’east is already beginning the search for a
new Director of Religious Education (DRE), who
should be on the job before next fall.) Many of
the long time folks at Wy’east know that I became
your DRE as a way of fulfilling my praxis
requirements for ministry. My praxis will be done
in June, and new challenges await me.

I have greatly enjoyed my time here working with
the children and youth. You have welcomed me
into your congregational family, and helped affirm
my ministerial path. I have been able to enter into
a new role here, as a ministerial student, practicing
working with volunteers, teaching children and
youth, and creating and leading intergenerational
and adult worship services and rites of passage.
You have been so affirming and welcoming to me
and that has been an incredible gift. I have learned
so much from you—about leading worship, about

religious education, and about the dynamics of a
small and growing congregation. I hope to come
back and do pulpit supply for you some time and
will enjoy seeing this first congregation in which I
was able to practice the identity of a ministerial
student. I have learned much from you, and from
your children.

As the time gets closer, I will be talking with the
children about my leaving, and we will have a
party in June to celebrate and say good-bye. The
analogy I am using is that of a kindergarten
teacher. My job was to be with them this year, and
now it’s time for them to learn from someone
else. They get to go on together, while someone
else comes in to teach them.

Speaking of teaching, please let me know if you
are interested in teaching next year. We are
blessed in that at least two of our teachers from
this year will be continuing. No one will have to
teach every week—we’ll make sure you get to
attend adult worship! But teaching our kids is one
of the best things you can do for your own
spiritual development and learning. The joy and
love you receive is boundless. I know; I have been

richly blessed.

“Spirit in Practice” Class

Our new adult RE class, Spirit in Practice, will begin
March 4", Scheduled to run on Tuesday evenings
from 7 to 8:30 p.m., this class will give
congregants a chance to look at their own spiritual
practices and expand them as desired. We are part
of a field-testing of this new Unitarian Universalist
Association (UUA) curriculum, and as such, will
be able to provide useful feedback to the UUA.

The class will be 10 weeks long, taking a week off
for spring break (on March 25"). Marcia Stanard,
our DRE, is looking forward to talking with
Wy’easters about the different dimensions of
spiritual practice, and learning about new ways of
incorporating them into one’s daily life. Marcia
took an intensive class on this subject at Meadville
Lombard this January and co-led a popular work-
shop about it at the District’s Annual Meeting.

The UUA Web site description of the class states,
“Developed in response to many Unitarian
Universalist adults' desire to engage in life-giving
spiritual practices, the ten workshops of Spirit in
Practice provide avenues for deepening spirituality
and affirming spiritual growth in the congregation.
Participants are invited to reflect, share, and grow
together, exploring ways to nurture their
connections with the sacred in everyday life.”

Drawing on a model developed by the Zen
Mountain Monastery in Mount Tremper, New
York, for the training of its students, Spzrit in
Practice focuses on eight spheres of holistic and
wholehearted spiritual practices:

Personal spiritual practices
Communal worship practices
Spiritual partnerships

Mind practices

Body practices

Soul practices

Life practices, and

Justice practices.

Each week, we will examine one of these spheres
through story, sharing, listening and experiential

learning. Marcia is excited to teach this new
curriculum and is looking forward to working
with congregants in this venture. Please contact
her at church for more information.

Music Matters

An important element of my vision for the music
program at Wy’east is to build community
through music. Whether that happens by
strengthening our connections with one another
during congregational singing, developing closer
relationships in an ensemble setting, or receiving
the musical gifts offered by members of our
congregation, music provides ties that bond.

Reaching out beyond the walls of our
congregation is another component of community
building. Last December, Gene T, the Wy’east
Chamber Player’s violist, arranged for the string
quartet to play at Rose Villa Retirement
Community, where he resides. This outing
provided an excellent opportunity for the
Chamber Players to have a dress rehearsal prior to
the Christmas Eve service at Wy’east, and to
enrich the lunchtime atmosphere in Rose Villa’s
main dining hall and in the health center.

Amongst ourselves, we joked that we were
there for the chocolate, but truly it is the chance
to nurture human connections using music as a
means of expression that brings us together.

At our February meeting, the group talked about
unconditional love and how it relates to our roles
as parents, partners, and friends. We also talked
about unconditional love towards outselves and
for humanity. One of our readings was from
Pema Chodrén’s book Comfortable with

Uncertainty:

Growing Up

Learning how to be kind to ourselves is
important. When we look into our own hearts
and begin to discover what is confused and what
is brilliant, what is bitter and what is sweet, it isn’t
just ourselves that we’re discovering. We’re
discovering the universe. When we discover the
Buddha that we are, we realize that everything and
everyone is Buddha. We discover that everything
is awake, and everyone is awake. Everything and

everyone is precious and whole and good. When
we regard thoughts and emotions with humor and
openness, that’s how we perceive the universe.

This opening to the world begins to benefit
ourselves and others simultaneously. The more
we relate with others, the more quickly we
discover where we’re blocked. Seeing this is
helpful, but it’s also painful. Sometimes we use it
as ammunition against ourselves: we aren’t kind,
we aren’t honest, we aren’t brave, and we might as
well give up right now. But when we apply the
instruction to be soft and nonjudgmental to
whatever we see at this very moment, the
embarrassing reflection in the mirror becomes our
friend. We soften further and lighten up more,
because we know it’s the only way we can
continue to work with others and be of any
benefit to the world. This is the beginning of
growing up.

Come Read a Book with Me:

Saving Erasmus by Steven Cleaver

We've all had days like this:
Andrew Benoit is a recent
seminary graduate, wondering
what to do with his life. He heads
off to a new town, Erasmus,
worried about what his future will bring. OK,
here’s where your own reality probably starts to
diverge a bit: Benoit walks into a laundromat, and
meets the Angel of Death, stumbling out of a
washing machine. The Angel of Death says that in
one week he must destroy the town Andrew

is moving to, unless Andrew helps the town find
its lost faith.

The fact that the town of Erasmus has only one
coffee shop, which serves only instant coffee,
might be justification enough (for some of us) to
write it off, but the Angel of Death has other
things up his sleeve, literally and figuratively.

Publishers’ Weekly named Saving Erasmus one of
the top 150 books of 2007. According to PW,
"Cleaver's offbeat, whimsical debut novel crosses
the prophet Job with It's a Wonderful Life and
shakes up the whole notion of faith fiction." 1
would add that the author is a friend and former
boss, Quaker seminary graduate, and generally
interesting person with unique and humorous
insights.

The book is a quick, energetic read, filled with
quirky characters and quirky humor (including a
Unitarian reference). Saving Erasmus asks
important questions about what it means to have
faith, then lose it, and then try to "find" it again.
And if you do find faith again, will it be the same
as before? Whether you are new to Unitarian
Universalism or a lifelong UU, I think you will
enjoy wrestling with the ideas in this story, but
just as the Angel of Death doesn't render his
verdict until the end, wait until you finish the
story to pass final "judgment.”

You'll laugh, you'll cry, you'll wonder, "Who wrote
this strange book?"

Each year, Americans receive about 100 billion
pieces of junk mail, equivalent to 100 million
trees' worth. According to the Consumer
Research Institute, every American spends about
8 months of their life opening junk maill Paper
products comprise neatly one-third of all waste
going into American landfills. Not only that, but
production and disposal of this "junk" consumes
more energy than 2.8 million cars. That's an
incredible amount of waste for something that no
one even wants. Here are 3 simple ways to honor
the planet by reducing waste:

1. Call 1.888.5.OPTOUT. 1It's an automated
call that takes about 3 minutes and
removes you from credit card and
insurance offer mailings.

2. Contact the DMA. Send a letter with
your name, home address, and signature
and mail it to: Mail Preference Service,
Direct Marketing Association, P.O. Box
043, Carmel, NY 10512. Alternately,
register your choices at www.dmachoice.org..
These efforts should stop about 75% of

unwanted mail.

3. Stop unwanted catalogs. Sign up today
at www.catalogchoice.org and remove yourself
from unwanted catalog mailings.

Two Web Sites on UU History

If you go to your computer and type "DUUB”
into Google, you will receive a special online gift:
entry to the Dictionary of Unitarian Universalist
Biography. This achievement of the Unitarian
Universalist Historical Society is a wonderful
example of cooperative community among
researchers, writers, and editors. Already hundreds
of several-pages-long biographies of greater and
lesser-known religious liberals, dating back to the
year 1500, are ready for you. Many are by Alan
Seaburg of Tufts and Harvard. Rev. Peter Hughes
is the editor of this series.

Conrad Wright's bibliography of major and minor
works of Unitarian Universalist history from 1946
to 1995 is available free online. Just go to Google
to reach the UU Historical Society and then click
on “Conrad Wright's Bibliography.” The Journal
of Unitarian Universalist History, published by the
Unitarian Universalist Society, makes this literary

service possible.

Conrad Wright, the leading historian of liberal
religion in America, is Professor Emeritus of
Church History at Harvard. He is an ex-officio
member of the UU Historical Society Board.
